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The City of Durango Parks and Recreation Department provides a variety of parks, trails, forestry,
cemetery, open space, and recreation services to the community. This annual report will highlight the
services provided and projects completed in 2018.

OVERVIEW

In 2018 several significant goals were accomplished as listed below:

e Opened Lake Nighthorse Recreation Area to the public for recreation in partnership with the
Bureau of Reclamation.

e The addition of the Lake Nighthorse Recreation Area (1,926.7 acres) to parks (305.53 acres), open
space (3,026.14 acres) and road right-of-way (41.6 acres) brings the total land maintained by the
Department to 5,299.97 acres.

e Maintained national accreditation with the Commission for Accreditation of Park and Recreation
Agencies.

e Achieved 91% cost recovery for all recreation services including the operation of the Recreation
Center, Durango Gymnastics, Chapman Hill as well as youth and adult programs.

e Completed development of the Durango Softball Complex and Tennis Courts at Fort Lewis
College.

o Substantially completed construction of the Escalante Drive underpass.

e Acquisition of the former Chamber of Commerce building in Santa Rita Park.

o Installation of wildlife resistant trash containers in City parks and trailheads.
